1. Remember by heart the feasts of the cross in the church and the ritual celebrations for 
these feasts 

2. Debate in small groups : How God the Father see the cross ; how the Son see the cross 
and the value of the cross to me personally. 

3. Debate in practical terms :how can I carry the cross after Jesus Christ? 
4. Remember examples of saints carried the cross with Jesus Christ and what was their 

feelings?. 
5. Give a biblical support for the necessity of crucifixion with Christ
