Monday: Read Mark Chapter 14:1-2 and answer the questions:
The Plot to Kill Jesus
1After two days it was the Passover and the Feast of Unleavened Bread. And the chief priests and the scribes sought how they might take Him by trickery and put Him to death. 2 But they said, “Not during the feast, lest there be an uproar of the people.”
Do you know what is the Passover and what is the feast of the unleavened bread? 
The Jewish people had many feasts throughout the year. These feasts were explained to the Jews in the Old Testament Book of the Bible called Leviticus. The Passover feast was only for 1 day and it was a celebration that the Jews were no longer being ruled by the Egyptians. At this time Jewish people remember how the children of Israel left slavery behind them when they were led out of Egypt by Moses over 3000 years earlier. After the Passover there was another feast which lasted 7 days, called the Feast of Unleavened Bread. For these 7 days the Jews did not use yeast when they made bread because when God was leading the people out of Egypt He told them that there was no time to allow the bread to rise so they had to just bake the bread, without yeast, and leave!

She has come beforehand to anoint My body for burial. 9 Assuredly, I say to you, wherever this gospel is preached in the whole world, what this woman has done will also be told as a memorial to her.”

19 And they began to be sorrowful, and to say to Him one by one, “Is it I?” And another said, “Is it I?” 20 He answered and said to them, “It is one of the twelve, who dips with Me in the dish. 21 The Son of Man indeed goes just as it is written of Him, but woe to that man by whom the Son of Man is betrayed! It would have been good for that man if he had never been born.”

26 And when they had sung a hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives.

 Do you know what “The Consecration” is in the Mass and how it relates to the last supper?
In the Holy liturgy (the Mass) there is a section called “The Consecration”. During this section we remember what Jesus Christ did at the Last Supper when He gave the disciples Holy Communion. It is also just during this section of the Mass when the Holy Spirit comes down and changes the bread and wine into His Body and Blood.
