Effect of Miracle on 
the Gospel Preaching 

The miracle was reported 
throughout the land 
(Matthew 9:26) 

Fear came upon those who 
witnessed the miracle. They 
glorified God. They believed that 
Jesus was a prophet sent by God to 
them. The news of the miracle was 
reported throughout the land. 
(Luke 7:16-17) 

Mary and Martha’s faith in Christ 
increased. Many of the Jews also 
believed in Jesus. The Pharisees 
and the Chief Priests plotted to 
pout Jesus and Lazarus to Death. 
(John 11:45-55)

“Why make this commotion and weep? The child is not dead, 
but sleeping.” (Mark 5:39).  “He said to them, “Our friend 
Lazarus sleeps, but I go that I may wake him up.”  
“Then His disciples said, “Lord, if he sleeps he will get well.” 
However, Jesus spoke of his death, but they thought that He 
was speaking about taking rest in sleep.” (John 11:12-13)
