Introductlon

The Lord’s prayer is only found in Matthew and Luke.

Given during Sermon on mount in Matthews Gospel (Mat 6:9-13)

In Luke (11:2-4) it was an answer to the question of a disciple: “Lord teach us to
pray”.

Luke’s version is shorter than Matthew

It’s a prayer given to his disciples and for the believers but not for Jesus — Why?

15t few centuries the Lord’s prayer was a special gift and taught to people preparin
for Baptism and given to them on the eve of their Baptism

John Chrysostom said it was given to the believers on covenant Thursday before
their Baptism on Easter

Even in the Liturgy it is prayer right before the Eucharist: “we dare to pray unto Yo
O’ God, our Heavenly Father, without fear and say, Our Father Who Art in Heaven

Translated literally: super substantial bread (or supernatural)
It refers to the Bread of Life — the Body of Christ! The Eucharist!

ORIGEN: Since some understand from this that we are commanded to pra
for material bread, it will be well to refute their error here and to establis
the truth about the epiousios (supersubstantial)3 bread. We must ask th
how it could be that he who commanded us to ask for great and heavenl
favors should command us to intercede with the Father for what is small
and of the earth

It is not earthly bread. Doesn’t make sense to have an earthly request in
the middle

“Man shall not live by bread alone”
