Seal of Martyr 

St. Peter  



Peter’s parents were righteous people. 
His father’s name was Theodosius.  His mother’s name was Sophia. 
Before Peter’s mother had any children, she went to the church to take part 
in celebrating the Martyrdom of St. Peter the apostle and St. Paul. 
She prayed to God, and she also asked the saints to give her a child…
