· Monday 27th April Read Matthew Chapter 11 verses 1 – 6

John the Baptist Sends Messengers to Jesus
1Now it came to pass, when Jesus finished commanding His twelve disciples, that He departed from there to teach and to preach in their cities.
2 And when John had heard in prison about the works of Christ, he sent two of his disciples 3 and said to Him, “Are You the Coming One, or do we look for another?”
4 Jesus answered and said to them, “Go and tell John the things which you hear and see: 5 The blind see and the lame walk; the lepers are cleansed and the deaf hear; the dead are raised up and the poor have the gospel preached to them. 6 And blessed is he who is not offended because of Me.”

11 “Assuredly, I say to you, among those born of women there has not risen one greater than John the Baptist; but he who is least in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he. 12 And from the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suffers violence, and the violent take it by force. 13 For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John. 14 And if you are willing to receive it, he is Elijah who is to come. 15 He who has ears to hear, let him hear!

· Thursday 30rth April Read Matthew Chapter 11 verses 16-19
16 “But to what shall I liken this generation? It is like children sitting in the marketplaces and calling to their companions, 17 and saying:
‘We played the flute for you,
    And you did not dance;
We mourned to you,
    And you did not lament.’
18 For John came neither eating nor drinking, and they say, ‘He has a demon.’ 19 The Son of Man came eating and drinking, and they say, ‘Look, a glutton and a winebibber, a friend of tax collectors and sinners!’ But wisdom is justified by her children.”

· Friday 1st May Read Matthew Chapter 11 verses 20-24
Woe to the Impenitent Cities
20 Then He began to rebuke the cities in which most of His mighty works had been done, because they did not repent: 21 “Woe to you, Chorazin! Woe to you, Bethsaida! For if the mighty works which were done in you had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have repented long ago in sackcloth and ashes. 22 But I say to you, it will be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon in the day of judgment than for you. 23 And you, Capernaum, who are exalted to heaven, will be[d] brought down to Hades; for if the mighty works which were done in you had been done in Sodom, it would have remained until this day. 24 But I say to you that it shall be more tolerable for the land of Sodom in the day of judgment than for you.”
What does it mean Woe to the Impenitent Cities?
Woe means grief/sadness 
Impenitent cities are cities that refuse to repent
Therefore cities that refuse to repent will suffer punishment and grief.

Do you know why did Jesus say “Woe” to these cities?
Chorazin, Bethsaida and Capernaum are all cities that bordered the Sea of Galilee, and this is where Jesus performed His most amazing miracles. He taught them about the Kingdom of God.  These cities had been given the special privilege of experiencing Jesus love, Grace and truth like no other cities.  They had not only been given with the richest blessings, but they had been brought as near to the door of God’s kingdom as any people could be.  God’s purpose in favoring these cities was to bring them to repentance – to clearly see their sins, to repent and accept the truth and righteousness of God’s Kingdom.  Sadly, they received the Grace of God in did not repent.  They gladly received the benefits of all His miracles, but did not respond with appropriate honor and faith.  But, if Christ had gone to Tyre and Sidon (Gentile cities, non-Jewish cities), and had preached the same messages and performed the same miracles that He did in these cities of Israel; they would have repented long ago.  Their sorrow for wrongdoing and grieving God would have been quick and they would have repented.

· Saturday 2nd May Read Matthew Chapter 11 verses 25-30
Jesus Gives True Rest
25 At that time Jesus answered and said, “I thank You, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, that You have hidden these things from the wise and prudent and have revealed them to babes. 26 Even so, Father, for so it seemed good in Your sight. 27 All things have been delivered to Me by My Father, and no one knows the Son except the Father. Nor does anyone know the Father except the Son, and the one to whom the Son wills to reveal Him. 28 Come to Me, all you who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. 29 Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. 30 For My yoke is easy and My burden is light.”
Do you know what is a yoke?
A yoke, pictured below is used to help carry heavy objects. It is usually placed on animals to pull heavy loads.

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Verse 28 to 30 is such a wonderful verse to comfort us. If you feel weary, worn out and burdened by sin or struggles in your life Jesus offers you rest, a relationship with Him. By learning God’s word you learn to make good decisions that will please God, give you peace, help to trust Him more, and learn to be happy with all that God gives you. This will help you heart and mind to rest.  Jesus says “Take My yoke upon you.” To get in the yoke was a common phrase in Jesus day. It was used by rabbis and teachers when referring to their disciples or followers. If you were invited by a rabbi to yoke with him and so learn from him. It was a common farming term. When a farmer wanted to train a cow to plow in the yoke, he would take a young calf and place him in a yoke next to an “old” cow. In this relationship, the young calf would learn from the “master walking and working alongside his mentor – learning the way of the yoke. That is the relationship Jesus longs for with each of us. He wants us to get in the yoke next to Him. It is in the yoke that we learn to live like Jesus lived. It is in the yoke that we develop the desire to love God and others.
