The GOSPEL according to St. Matthew 
Year 5 – Bible Study- Matthew Chapter 12

· Monday 4th May Read Matthew Chapter 12 verses 1 – 8
Jesus Is Lord of the Sabbath
1At that time Jesus went through the grainfields on the Sabbath. And His disciples were hungry, and began to pluck heads of grain and to eat. 2 And when the Pharisees saw it, they said to Him, “Look, Your disciples are doing what is not lawful to do on the Sabbath!” 3 But He said to them, “Have you not read what David did when he was hungry, he and those who were with him: 4 how he entered the house of God and ate the showbread which was not lawful for him to eat, nor for those who were with him, but only for the priests? 5 Or have you not read in the law that on the Sabbath the priests in the temple profane the Sabbath, and are blameless? 6 Yet I say to you that in this place there is One greater than the temple. 7 But if you had known what this means, ‘I desire mercy and not sacrifice,’ you would not have condemned the guiltless. 8 For the Son of Man is Lord even of the Sabbath.”
Do you know what the Sabbath is?

The word Sabbath comes from a Hebrew word meaning rest. Saturday was their Sabbath. 
Before the Resurrection of Jesus, the Sabbath day reminded us God’s day of rest after He finished the Creation.  When God created the heavens and the earth in six days he rested on the seventh day.
Now the Sabbath also reminds us of the Resurrection of Jesus. For Christians the Sabbath is on Sunday. It is a Holy day to rest from our normal work and worship Him. We go to Church, have Holy Communion, go to Sunday School. Think about God and how you can love Him more.

A House Divided Cannot Stand
22 Then one was brought to Him who was demon-possessed, blind and mute; and He healed him, so that the blind and mute man both spoke and saw. 23 And all the multitudes were amazed and said, “Could this be the Son of David?”
24 Now when the Pharisees heard it they said, “This fellow does not cast out demons except by Beelzebub, the ruler of the demons.”

· Thursday 7th May Read Matthew Chapter 12 verses 31-37
The Unforgivable Sin
31 “Therefore I say to you, every sin and blasphemy will be forgiven men, but the blasphemy against the Spirit will not be forgiven men. 32 Anyone who speaks a word against the Son of Man, it will be forgiven him; but whoever speaks against the Holy Spirit, it will not be forgiven him, either in this age or in the age to come.
Do you know what blasphemy is?
The word “blasphemy” may be generally defined as “deliberate disrespect for God/Jesus/Holy Spirit.” We use this word to such sins as cursing God or deliberately degrading things relating to Him. It is also attributing some evil to God, or denying Him some good that we should attribute to Him. This case of blasphemy, however, is a specific one called “the blasphemy against the Holy Spirit” .The Pharisees, having seen proof that Jesus was working miracles in the power of the Holy Spirit, said instead that He was possessed by the demon Beelzebub.
The only unforgiveable sin today is that of continued unbelief in Jesus. 
There is no forgiveness for a person who dies not believing in Jesus. Jesus the Son of God, One in God and the Holy Spirit.

· Saturday 9th May Read Matthew Chapter 12 verses 43-50
An Unclean Spirit Returns
43 “When an unclean spirit goes out of a man, he goes through dry places, seeking rest, and finds none. 44 Then he says, ‘I will return to my house from which I came.’ And when he comes, he finds it empty, swept, and put in order. 45 Then he goes and takes with him seven other spirits more wicked than himself, and they enter and dwell there; and the last state of that man is worse than the first. So shall it also be with this wicked generation.”
		Do you understand the message given in the passage above?

Jesus was describing the spiritual condition of the people of His day. Using the example of demon possession, Jesus warned it is not enough to go through an initial period of repentance unless you continue to work hard to avoid sinning. If you don’t work hard to avoid the sin, the end might prove worse than the beginning!
Such had been the case with the Jews of Jesus' day.
Many had repented at the preaching of John the Baptist yet they eventually rejected Jesus and called for His crucifixion. For them "the last state" was truly "worse than the first".
