· Monday 16th March Read Chapter 7 verses 1 – 6
Do Not Judge
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 “Judge not, that you be not judged. 2 For with what judgment you judge, you will be judged; and with the measure you use, it will be measured back to you. 3 And why do you look at the speck in your brother’s eye, but do not consider the plank in your own eye? 4 Or how can you say to your brother, ‘Let me remove the speck from your eye’; and look, a plank is in your own eye? 5 Hypocrite! First remove the plank from your own eye, and then you will see clearly to remove the speck from your brother’s eye.
6 “Do not give what is holy to the dogs; nor cast your pearls before swine, lest they trample them under their feet, and turn and tear you in pieces.

1. Why should we not judge other people?
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definition three out of the remaining five words are legitimate when used properly. However, two of
those five (heresy and aberrant) are hardly ever used correctly. Notice that heresy is a belief or
‘opinion not contrary to scripture but contrary to orthodox religious doctrine (which often consists of
man made tradition and legalism) and that which is generally accepted. Also notice that where
errancy is straying from that which is proper, aberrant is departing from that which is accepted, and
ladies and gentlemen there is a big difference between the two. Therefore is it possible that we've
labeled things heretical simply because of our misunderstanding of what it actually means to be that?
Could it be that what we thought was errant was actually aberrant which takes nothing away from
God's word being inerrant? Once again it s best to let God, by way of His word, speak for Himself.

False Prophets and Wolves

Matthew 7:15-20 (NKJV)

says, “Beware of false

prophets, who come to

you in sheep’s clothing,

but inwardly they are

ravenous wolves. You

will know them by their

fruits. Do men gather

grapes from

thornbushes or figs

from thistles? Even so,

every good tree bears

good fruit, but a bad

tree bears bad fruit. A

good tree cannot bear

bad fruit, norcanabad 0

tree bear good fruit.

Every tree that does not

bear good fruit s cut

down and thrown into the fire. Therefore by their fruits you will know them.” The Greek word
for prophet here is pseudoprophetes meaning a spurious (which simply means fake) prophet,
pretended foreteller or religious imposter, and one who acts the part of a divinely inspired prophet but
utters falsehoods under the name of divine prophecies. Jesus says the false prophet appears to be a
sheep but in reality is a wolf in sheep’s clothing, but more importantly than that He says they can be
identified by their fruit or that which they produce. This lines up with the Greek definition of being a
religious imposter who claims to speak on behalf of God but what they say never comes to pass.
